Solar Powered Lights Transform Communities

Some development projects have the power to trans-
form an entire community. One of these is the solar
powered light project begun in the village of Khwamba
in 2011 by Liberty Corner Presbyterian Church. The
venture has been so successful that this past summe} the
church returned to Malawi to expand the solar powered
light project.
There have been a number of important benefits | of
installing solar panels on the roof of the Ministry of
Hope feeding centers. The first has been overhead light-
ing, which has allowed the centers to have activities| at
night. A second has been to allow the centers to serve
as a cell phone charging station for the growing number
of cell phone users in the villages. This is done at a
minimal cost, providing ongoing income to supplement
the needs of the orphans. Finally, the centers have a

number of rechargeable battery operated lanterns that
are charged during the day and rented out. Villagers
